Over the past 20 years, each company has respected the other’s identity 

and autonomy, and by combining our strengths we have created synergies and 

achieved profitable growth. These mutually beneficial activities will not change in 

any way; in fact, we believe they need to accelerate.

Nissan is eager to work with Renault’s new leadership and will face the automotive 

industry’s challenging landscape alongside its Alliance partners, Renault and
